SystemController group
- Add a suggested format for firmware version strings.  SHOULD not SHALL.  
- Add push-pull options for firmware upgrade paths; that is, are FTP, TFTP, and HTTP initiated by the management utility to push the upgrade files into the projector/display, or are these connections initiated by the projector/display to targets given by the management utility.  
- Add a suggested format for AssetID strings, too.  
- Subcontrollers need Description properties.
- Error log items will probably be moved to the Alert group.  
- Maybe add optional absolute time for error log.
- Description fields are required, so they can't be zero length.  

Bzzzt: new information!  This is probably an error on my (Rick's) part.  In modern SNMP, if a string has nonzero length, then it must have a non-null default value (DEFVAL clause), and that is unlikely for these properties.  Or there may be a way around this.  We will discuss this at the F2F.  
XSL translation from XML property definitions to MIB syntax

We did a short review of the current state of XSL output.  It is not too bad but reveals many errors in xml text.
- The Thermal group has many properties with same name.  This was per instructions.  However, now either I have to fix this by composing a hierarchical name, or we change the naming rules.  
- Thermal group also has a number of writable properties that shouldn't be.  

- We need an algorithm for cleaning up names and enum values.  SNMP rules say that names and enum (string) values can contain A-Za-z0-9 only, and that they must start with a-z.  Many of our enums contain embedded blanks, and almost all of them are capitalized.  Needs discussion at f2f.
