1. Introduction 1 

This specification extends the Internet Printing Protocol/1.1 [STD92] by defining the IPP 2 
Document object and its associated attributes, values, group, and operations. The IPP Job 3 
object is extended to contain zero or more addressable Document objects representing the 4 
Documents submitted for and operated on by the Job. 5 

This specification updates portions of the previous version of this specification [PWG5100.5-6 
2019]. A list of changes can be found in section 14. 7 

2. Terminology 8 

2.1 Conformance Terminology 9 

Capitalized terms, such as MUST, MUST NOT, RECOMMENDED, REQUIRED, SHOULD, 10 
SHOULD NOT, MAY, and OPTIONAL, have special meaning relating to conformance as 11 
defined in Key words for use in RFCs to Indicate Requirement Levels [BCP14]. This 12 
specification defines the following additional capitalized conformance terms: 13 

CONDITIONALLY REQUIRED: A MUST conformance requirement that applies only when 14 
a specified condition is true. 15 

DEPRECATED: A SHOULD NOT conformance requirement for previously defined and 16 
approved protocol elements that are planned to be removed from use. 17 

OBSOLETE: A MUST NOT conformance requirement for previously defined and approved 18 
protocol elements that have been removed from use. 19 

2.2 Printing Terminology 20 

The following printing terms are used in this document: 21 

Attribute Precedence: The rules which dictate which attribute value takes precedence when 22 
the same attribute is supplied at different points in the workflow with different values, such 23 
as at both the Job Level and the Document Level. 24 

Document: An object created and managed by a Printer that contains description, 25 
processing, and status information. A Document object may have attached data and is 26 
bound to a single Job. 27 
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Document Creation Operation: Operations that create Document objects including Print-Job, 28 
Print-URI, Send-Document, and Send-URI as defined in the IPP/1.1 Model and Semantics 29 
[STD92]. 30 

Document Level: Operation and Document Template attributes supplied in the Send-31 
Document and Send-URI operations are referred to as being supplied at the Document 32 
Level.  Attributes supplied in the Print-Job and Print-URI operations are considered as being 33 
supplied at the Job Level only, not also at the Document Level, even though Print-Job and 34 
Print-URI also create Document objects. 35 

Document Template: An attribute that the Client supplies in a Send-Document or Send-URI 36 
request in the Document attributes group, e.g., “media”. 37 

Honor: A Printer is said to honor an attribute supplied by the Client if the Printer supports 38 
the attribute and supplied value and conforms to the defined semantics. 39 

Job: An object created and managed by a Printer that contains description, processing, and 40 
status information. The Job also contains zero or more Document objects. 41 

Job Creation Operation: Operations that create Job objects including Create-Job, Print-Job, 42 
and Print-URI as defined in the IPP/1.1 Model and Semantics [STD92]. 43 

Job Level: Operation and Job Template attributes supplied in Print-Job, Print-URI, and 44 
Create-Job requests are referred to as being supplied at the Job Level. 45 

Logical Device: a print server, software service, or gateway that processes jobs and either 46 
forwards or stores the processed job or uses one or more Physical Devices to render output 47 
[STD92]. 48 

Output Device: a single Logical or Physical Device [STD92]. 49 

Physical Device: a hardware implementation of an endpoint device, e.g., a marking engine, 50 
a fax modem, etc. [STD92] 51 

2.3 Protocol Role Terminology 52 

The following protocol roles are defined to specify unambiguous conformance requirements: 53 

Client: Initiator of outgoing connections and sender of outgoing operation requests 54 
(Hypertext Transfer Protocol -- HTTP/1.1 [STD99] User Agent). 55 

Printer: Listener for incoming connections and receiver of incoming operation requests 56 
(Hypertext Transfer Protocol -- HTTP/1.1 [STD99] Server) that represents one or more 57 
Physical Devices or a Logical Device. 58

3. Requirements 64 

3.1 Rationale 65 

The Internet Printing Protocol/1.1 [STD92] defines the IPP Model and Semantics, including 66 
abstract objects for a Printer that processes Jobs and the Jobs themselves which process 67 
Documents. Given the need to directly address Documents in a Job, the IPP Document 68 
Object v1.2 should: 69 

1. Define an abstract IPP Document object and its attributes; 70 
2. Define new IPP operations for the IPP Document object; and 71 
3. Extend existing IPP operations as needed to support the IPP Document object. 72 

Rationale for the changes from the previous versions of this specification can be found in  73 
section 14. 74 

3.2 Use Cases 75 

3.2.1 Specify Per-Document Print Intent 76 

Jane is printing a multi-volume report and would like the output printed together. She uses 77 
an application on her computer to select each volume in the report and a shipping envelope. 78 
She then initiates a print action, specifying the media and finishing processes for each 79 
volume and the media for the shipping envelope. The printer processes all of the documents 80 
as a single job, placing the hardcopy output in a mailbox together. 81

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3.2.2 See a List of Documents in a Job 82 

John has submitted a multi-document job to a printer but cannot remember if he included all 83 
of the documents needed. He uses an application on his mobile device to query the list of 84 
documents in the print job and display them on the screen.  85 

3.2.3 Cancel a Single Document 86 

Bob has submitted a multi-document job to a printer but realizes there was a typographical 87 
error in one of the documents that has not yet printed. He uses an application on his 88 
computer to view the list of jobs on the printer, views the list of documents in the job he 89 
submitted, and initiates a cancel action for the document containing the error. 90 

3.3 Exceptions 91 

There are no exceptions defined for this specification. 92 

3.4 Out of Scope 93 

The following are considered out of scope for this specification: 94 

1. Definition of copy or page level semantics; and 95 
2. Definition of per-page or per-copy overrides. 96 

3.5 Design Requirements 97 

The design requirements for this specification are: 98 

1. Define an abstract IPP Document object and its semantics; 99 
2. Define an attribute group tag for attributes of an IPP Document object; 100 
3. Define attributes and values to describe an IPP Document object; 101 
4. Define operations for querying and manipulating IPP Document objects; 102 
5. Extend existing operations to explicitly create IPP Document objects; 103 
6. Define security requirements necessary to support IPP Document objects; and 104 
7. Define sections to register all objects, attribute groups, attributes, values, and 105 

operations with IANA. 106 
  107 
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4. Model 108 

The Internet Printing Protocol/1.1 [STD92] defines an object model containing a Printer that 109 
processes Jobs and a Job that processes Documents. This specification extends the Model 110 
with an addressable Document object with its own attributes and state. Printers MAY support 111 
multiple Documents per Job. 112 

4.1 Document Object 113 

The Document object represents a single Document in a Job that contains Document-114 
specific Description, Status, and Template attributes. Document Description attributes 115 
provide information about the Document, Document Status attributes provide state 116 
information for the Document, and Document Template attributes override the 117 
corresponding Job Template attributes for the Document. A Document object also contains 118 
the Document data and/or a URI that references the Document data. Figure 1 shows the life 119 
cycle of the Document object. 120

4.2 Operations 123 

The Print-Job and Print-URI operations [STD92] create a Job object containing a single 124 
Document object while the Create-Job operation [STD92] creates a Job object with no 125 
Document objects. The Send-Document and Send-URI operations [STD92] add Document 126 
objects to the specified Job object. Printers conforming to this specification MUST support 127 
the Create-Job and Send-Document operations. 128 

This specification extends the Send-Document and Send-URI operations to accept 129 
Document Template attributes in the Document Attributes group. The Document Template 130 
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attributes are applied to the Document object being created, overriding any corresponding 131 
Job Template attributes supplied at the Job Level which allows the Client to vary the 132 
Document Template attributes between Document objects in a single Job. 133 

This specification also defines one new Job operation and four new Document operations. 134 
Table 1 lists the operations and their conformance requirements. 135 

Table 1 - IPP Operations 136 

Operation Target Conformance Reference 

Cancel-Document Document MUST Section 5.1.1 
Create-Job Printer MUST STD 92 
Get-Document-Attributes Document MUST Section 5.1.2  
Get-Documents Job MUST Section 5.2.1 
Print-Job Printer MUST STD 92, Section 8.3 
Print-URI Printer MAY STD 92, Section 8.3 
Send-Document Job MUST STD 92, Section 8.4 
Send-URI Job MAY STD 92, Section 8.5 
Set-Document-Attributes Document MAY Section 5.1.3 

4.3 Job and Document Template Attributes 137 

Clients OPTIONALLY supply Job Template attributes in Create-Job, Print-Job, and Print-138 
URI requests, and OPTIONALLY supply Document Template attributes in Print-Job, Print-139 
URI, Send-Document, and Send-URI requests. Job Template attributes apply to the Job as 140 
a whole. Document Template attributes apply only to the corresponding Document object. 141 

Printers MUST support the following Attribute Precedence from highest to lowest when 142 
processing a Document: 143 

1. Document Level - The Document Template attributes supplied in the Document 144 
Creation request or a subsequent Set-Document-Attributes request; 145 

2. Job Level - The Job Template attributes supplied in the Job Creation request or 146 
a subsequent Set-Job-Attributes request; and 147 

3. Printer Default - The Printer Default attributes as supplied by the manufacturer 148 
or configured by the operator or administrator using a Set-Printer-Attributes 149 
request. 150 

Note: Depending on the value of the "pdl-override-supported" Printer Description attribute 151 
[STD92], device commands embedded in the Document data could override attributes 152 
specified at any of the previous levels. 153

5. New Operations 154 

This section defines the new IPP operations for this specification. 155 

Note: The Internet Printing Protocol/1.1 [STD92] deprecates the "job-uri" operation attribute 156 
for specifying the target Job and recommends that Clients send the "printer-uri" and "job-id" 157 
operation attributes instead. 158 

5.1 Document Operations 159 

5.1.1 Cancel-Document 160 

This REQUIRED Document operation allows a Client to cancel a specified Document in a 161 
specified Print Job any time from the time the Document is created up to, but not including, 162 
the time that the Document is completed, canceled, or aborted. Since a Document might 163 
already be printing by the time a Cancel-Document request is received, some media sheet 164 
pages might be printed before the Document processing is actually terminated.  165 

The Cancel-Document operation does not remove the Document from the Job and Printer, 166 
but only sets the specified Document’s “document-state” Document Status attribute to 167 
‘canceled’ and the Document’s “document-state-reasons” Document Status attribute with 168 
‘canceled-by-user’ or ‘canceled-by-operator’. If the Job object is printed again using 169 
operations such as Resubmit-Job [PWG5100.11], any canceled Documents are also printed 170 
again. Thus Cancel-Document has the same semantics as Cancel-Job [STD92] which only 171 
cancels the processing of the Job and doesn’t delete the Job object itself. 172 

The Printer MUST accept or reject the request based on the Document's current state and 173 
transition the Document to the indicated new state as shown in Table 2. 174 

Access Rights: Only the Job Owner or an Operator or Administrator of the Printer can 175 
perform this operation. Otherwise, the Printer MUST reject the operation and return 'client-176 
error-forbidden', 'client-error-not-authenticated', or 'client-error-not-authorized' as 177 
appropriate. 178

Note 1: If the implementation requires some measurable time to cancel the 181 
Document in the 'processing' state, the Printer MUST add the 'processing-to-stop-182 
point' value to the Document's "document-state-reasons" attribute and then 183 
transition the Document to the 'canceled' state when the processing ceases. 184 

Note 2: If the Document object already has the 'processing-to-stop-point' value in its 185 
"document-state-reasons" attribute, then the Printer MUST reject the Cancel-186 
Document request. 187 

5.1.1.1 Cancel-Document Request 188 

The following groups of attributes are part of the Cancel-Document request: 189 

Group 1: Operation Attributes 190 

Natural Language and Character Set: 191 

The "attributes-charset" and "attributes-natural-language" attributes as 192 
described in [STD92]. 193 

Target: 194 

Either a) the "printer-uri" (uri) and "job-id" (integer(1:MAX)) or b) the "job-uri" 195 
(uri) operation attribute(s) [STD92] which define the target Job object for this 196 
operation, followed by the “document-number” (integer(1:MAX)) operation 197 
attribute which defines the target Document object for this operation. If the 198 
Client omits the “document-number” operation attribute, the Printer MUST 199 
reject the request and return the ‘client-error-bad-request’ status code. 200 

Requesting User Name: 201 

The "requesting-user-name" (name(MAX)) attribute SHOULD be supplied by 202 
the Client as described in [STD92]. 203 
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"document-message" (text(MAX)): 204 

The Client MAY supply this attribute. If supported by the Printer, the Printer 205 
MUST also support the corresponding “document-message” (text(MAX)) 206 
Document Status attribute (see section 6.2.3) and copy the value to the 207 
Document's “document-message” attribute. 208 

5.1.1.2 Cancel-Document Response 209 

The following groups of attributes are part of the Cancel-Document response:  210 

Group 1: Operation Attributes 211 

Status Message: 212 

In addition to the REQUIRED status code returned in every response, the 213 
response OPTIONALLY includes a "status-message" (text(255)) and/or a 214 
"detailed-status-messages" (text(MAX)) Operation attribute as described in 215 
[STD92]. 216 

Natural Language and Character Set: 217 

The "attributes-charset" and "attributes-natural-language" attributes as 218 
described in [STD92]. 219 

Group 2: Unsupported Attributes 220 

See [STD92] for details on returning Unsupported Attributes. 221 

5.1.2 Get-Document-Attributes 222 

This REQUIRED Document operation allows a Client to request the values of selected 223 
attributes of a Document object. The Printer MUST only return attributes that were submitted 224 
by a Client or generated by the Printer. 225 

The Client requests attributes using the "requested-attributes (keyword)" operation attribute 226 
[STD92] which lists the attribute names and groups of interest. For Document objects the 227 
possible names of attribute groups are: 228 

‘document-template': The subset of Document Template that the implementation 229 
supports for Document objects. 230 

‘document-description': The subset of Document Description and Document Status 231 
attributes that the implementation supports for Document objects. 232 

'all': All attributes that the implementation supports for Document objects.   233 
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Since a Client MAY request specific attributes or named groups, there is a potential that 234 
there is some overlap. For example, if a Client requests ‘document-name' and ‘document-235 
description', the Client is actually requesting the "document-name" attribute once by naming 236 
it explicitly and once by inclusion in the ‘document-description' group. In such cases, the 237 
Printer returns the attribute only once in the response even if it is requested multiple times.  238 
The Client SHOULD NOT request the same attribute in multiple ways. 239 

Printers MUST support all group names and MUST return all supported attributes belonging 240 
to the group. 241 

Access Rights: Only the Job Owner or an Operator or Administrator of the Printer can 242 
perform this operation. Otherwise, the Printer MUST reject the operation and return 'client-243 
error-forbidden', 'client-error-not-authenticated', or 'client-error-not-authorized' as 244 
appropriate. 245 

5.1.2.1 Get-Document-Attributes Request 246 

The following groups of attributes are part of the Get-Document-Attributes request: 247 

Group 1: Operation Attributes 248 

Natural Language and Character Set: 249 

The "attributes-charset" and "attributes-natural-language" attributes as 250 
described in [STD92]. 251 

Target: 252 

Either a) the "printer-uri" (uri) and "job-id" (integer(1:MAX)) or b) the "job-uri" 253 
(uri) operation attribute(s) [STD92] which define the target Job object for this 254 
operation, followed by the “document-number” (integer(1:MAX)) operation 255 
which defines the target Document object for this operation. If the Client 256 
omits the “document-number” operation attribute, the Printer MUST reject the 257 
request and return the ‘client-error-bad-request’ status code. 258 

Requesting User Name: 259 

The "requesting-user-name" (name(MAX)) attribute SHOULD be supplied by 260 
the Client as described in [STD92]. 261 

"requested-attributes" (1setOf keyword): 262 

The Client OPTIONALLY supplies and the Printer MUST support this 263 
attribute, which is a list of Document attribute names and/or attribute group 264 
names that are returned to the Client for each Document object. If the Client 265 
does not supply this attribute, the Printer MUST respond as if the Client had 266 
supplied this attribute with the single value 'all'. 267 
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5.1.2.2 Get-Document-Attributes Response 268 

The following groups of attributes are part of the Get-Document-Attributes response: 269 

Group 1: Operation Attributes 270 

Status Message: 271 

In addition to the REQUIRED status code returned in every response, the 272 
response OPTIONALLY includes a "status-message" (text(255)) and/or a 273 
"detailed-status-messages" (text(MAX)) Operation attribute as described in 274 
[STD92]. 275 

Natural Language and Character Set: 276 

The "attributes-charset" and "attributes-natural-language" attributes as 277 
described in [STD92]. The "attributes-natural-language" MAY be the natural 278 
language of the Document object rather than the one in the Get-Document-279 
Attributes request. 280 

Group 2: Unsupported Attributes 281 

See [STD92] for details on returning Unsupported Attributes.  282 

The response MAY contain the "requested-attributes" operation attribute with 283 
any supplied values (attribute keywords) that were requested by the Client 284 
but are not supported by the Printer. If the Printer does return unsupported 285 
attributes referenced in the "requested-attributes" operation attribute and that 286 
attribute included group names such as 'all', the unsupported attributes 287 
MUST NOT include attributes described in the standard but not supported by 288 
the implementation.   289 

Group 3: Document Attributes 290 

The Printer responds with the Document Description, Document Status, and 291 
Document Template attributes for each returned Document object as 292 
requested by the “requested-attributes” operation attribute supplied by the 293 
Client in the request. The Printer ignores (does not respond with) any 294 
requested attribute or value which is not supported or which is restricted by 295 
the security policy in force, including whether the requesting user is the Job 296 
owner.  However, the Printer MUST respond with the 'unknown' out of band 297 
value [STD92] for any supported attribute (including all REQUIRED 298 
attributes) for which the Printer does not know the value, unless it would 299 
violate the security policy.  300 
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5.1.3 Set-Document-Attributes 301 

This OPTIONAL Document operation allows a Client to set the values of the attributes of a 302 
Document object after the Document object is submitted to the Printer. In the request, the 303 
Client supplies the set of Document attributes and values that are to be set. In the response, 304 
the Printer returns success or rejects the entire request with indications of which attribute or 305 
attributes could not be set. 306 

This operation is similar to the Set-Job-Attributes operation [RFC3380] and follows the same 307 
rules for validation. As with the Set-Job-Attributes operation, the Set-Document-Attributes 308 
operation can add a new attribute, replace the value of an existing attribute, or remove an 309 
attribute using 'delete-attribute' out-of-band value.   310 

If the Client supplies an attribute in a Set-Document-Attributes request with the 'delete-311 
attribute' out-of-band value and that attribute is not present on the Document object, the 312 
Printer ignores the attribute and does not return the attribute in the Unsupported Attributes 313 
group. The Printer also returns the 'successful-ok' status code if there are no other problems 314 
with the request. 315 

The Printer MUST accept or reject this operation when the Document's "document-state" 316 
attribute has the values shown in Table 3 but MUST NOT change the state of the Document 317 
object since the Document is a passive object and the Document state is a subset of the Job 318 
State. For example, in the case where the operation creates a request for unavailable 319 
resources, the Job (but not the Document) transitions to a new state. 320 

Table 3 - Allowed Document States for the Set-Document-Attributes operation 321 

“document-state” Printer’s response status code and “action” 

'pending' 'successful-ok' - if the needed resources are not 
ready, the Job can change state 

'processing' 'successful-ok'  or 'client-error-not-possible' 
depending on implementation, including the 
attributes being set, whether the document has 
started marking media, etc. 

'completed' 'client-error-not-possible' 
'canceled' 'client-error-not-possible' 
'aborted' 'client-error-not-possible' 

This operation MUST NOT change the value of attributes not specified in the operation 322 
unless the definition of the attribute explicitly specifies such side effects. In general, 323 
Document attributes that are settable do not define side effects on other attributes that are 324 
settable, only side effects on READ-ONLY attributes, if any. 325 

If the Printer supports the Set-Document-Attributes operation, then it SHOULD support 326 
setting of all Document Description and Document Template attributes that the 327 
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implementation supports. Document Status attributes are READ-ONLY and cannot be set 328 
directly using this operation. 329 

Note: There is no way for the Client to set all of a Job’s Document objects to the same 330 
attribute values in a single operation. Either a) the Client sets the corresponding attribute in 331 
each Document object in the Job with separate Set-Document-Attributes requests, or b) the 332 
Client sets the corresponding attribute at the Job Level using the Set-Job-Attributes 333 
operation. Setting the corresponding attribute at the Job Level (or supplying that attribute 334 
initially in the Job Creation operation) causes each Document object to inherit the Job Level 335 
attribute value, if the Document object doesn’t have a corresponding explicit attribute 336 
supplied at the Document Level. In other words, supplying an attribute at the Job Level will 337 
affect all the Job’s Document objects that don’t have that attribute also explicitly supplied at 338 
the Document Level.   339 

Access Rights: Only the Job Owner or an Operator or Administrator of the Printer can 340 
perform this operation. Otherwise, the Printer MUST reject the operation and return 'client-341 
error-forbidden', 'client-error-not-authenticated', or 'client-error-not-authorized' as 342 
appropriate. 343 

5.1.3.1 Set-Document-Attributes Request 344 

The following groups of attributes are part of the Set-Document-Attributes request: 345 

Group 1: Operation Attributes 346 

Natural Language and Character Set: 347 

The "attributes-charset" and "attributes-natural-language" attributes as 348 
described in [STD92]. 349 

Target: 350 

Either a) the "printer-uri" (uri) and "job-id" (integer(1:MAX)) or b) the "job-uri" 351 
(uri) operation attribute(s) [STD92] which define the target Job object for this 352 
operation, followed by the “document-number” (integer(1:MAX)) operation 353 
which defines the target Document object for this operation. If the Client 354 
omits the “document-number” operation attribute, the Printer MUST reject the 355 
request and return the ‘client-error-bad-request’ status code. 356 

Requesting User Name: 357 

The "requesting-user-name" (name(MAX)) attribute SHOULD be supplied by 358 
the Client as described in [STD92]. 359 

Group 2: Document Attributes 360 
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The Client supplies one or more Document Description or Document 361 
Template attributes. If supported, the Printer MUST either add the attribute (if 362 
it does not already exist in the Document object), replace all values for the 363 
attribute (if it already exists in the Document object), or remove the attribute 364 
(if the 'delete-attribute' out-of-band value is supplied by the Client). 365 

5.1.3.2 Set-Document-Attributes Response 366 

The Printer returns the following groups of attributes as part of the Set-Document-Attributes 367 
response: 368 

Group 1: Operation Attributes 369 

Status Message: 370 

In addition to the REQUIRED status code returned in every response, the 371 
response OPTIONALLY includes a "status-message" (text(255)) and/or a 372 
"detailed-status-messages" (text(MAX)) Operation attribute as described in 373 
[STD92]. 374 

Natural Language and Character Set: 375 

The "attributes-charset" and "attributes-natural-language" attributes as 376 
described in [STD92].  377 

Group 2: Unsupported Attributes 378 

See [STD92] for details on returning Unsupported Attributes.   379 

If some of the attributes in the operation fail to validate, the Printer MUST 380 
reject the operation, MUST NOT change any Document attributes, and 381 
MUST return the indicated status code below. In this group, the Printer 382 
MUST also return all attributes that fail to validate. The following are the 383 
reasons that an attribute fails to validate and the value returned for the 384 
attribute, along with the indicated status code and order of detection: 385 

1. The number of attributes supplied by the client exceeds the maximum 386 
number that the Printer supports in a Set-Document-Attributes 387 
request: return the 'client-error-request-entity-too-large' status code 388 
[STD92]. 389 

2. The Printer doesn't support the attribute: return the attribute with the 390 
'unsupported' out-of-band attribute value and the 'client-error-391 
attributes-or-values-not-supported' status code [STD92]. 392 

3. The attribute is READ-ONLY (in its definition) or is not-settable in this 393 
implementation: return the attribute with the 'not-settable' out-of-band 394 
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attribute value and the 'client-error-attributes-not-settable' status code 395 
[RFC3380]. 396 

4. The Printer doesn't support the value: if the attribute in the operation 397 
has a single value, return it. If the attribute in the operation is multi-398 
valued, return only those values in a 1setOf that are not supported. 399 
Return the 'client-error-attributes-or-values-not-supported' status code 400 
[STD92]. 401 

5. The values of some of the supplied attributes conflict with one another 402 
and/or other Document attribute values not being set: if the conflicting 403 
attribute in the operation has a single value, return the attribute and 404 
the value. If the attribute in the operation is multi-valued, return only 405 
the attribute and those values in a 1setOf that are conflicting with 406 
other attributes. Return the 'client-error-conflicting-attributes' status 407 
code [STD92]. 408 

5.2 Job Operations 409 

5.2.1 Get-Documents 410 

This REQUIRED Job operation allows a Client to retrieve the list of Document objects 411 
belonging to the target Job object. The Client MAY also supply a list of Document attribute 412 
names and/or attribute group names. A group of Document object attributes will be returned 413 
for each Document object in the Job. 414 

This operation is similar to the Get-Document-Attributes operation (see section 5.1.2), 415 
except that this operation returns attributes from all Document objects contained in the Job 416 
object instead of from a single selected Document object in the Job object. As with the Get-417 
Document-Attributes operation, the Printer MUST only return attributes that were submitted 418 
by a Client or generated by the Printer. 419 

This operation is also similar to the Get-Jobs operation [STD92] except that there are no 420 
equivalents to the “which-jobs” and “my-jobs” operation attributes. 421 

It is not an error for the Printer to return 0 Documents. If the response returns 0 Documents 422 
because there are no Documents in the Job, then the status code for 0 Documents MUST 423 
be 'successful-ok'.   424 

Access Rights: Only the Job Owner or an Operator or Administrator of the Printer can 425 
perform this operation. Otherwise, the Printer MUST reject the operation and return 'client-426 
error-forbidden', 'client-error-not-authenticated', or 'client-error-not-authorized' as 427 
appropriate. 428 
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5.2.1.1 Get-Documents Request 429 

The following groups of attributes are part of the Get-Documents request: 430 

Group 1: Operation Attributes 431 

Natural Language and Character Set: 432 

The "attributes-charset" and "attributes-natural-language" attributes [STD92] 433 

Target: 434 

Either a) the "printer-uri" (uri) and "job-id" (integer(1:MAX)) or b) the "job-uri" 435 
(uri) operation attribute(s) [STD92] which define the target Job object for this 436 
operation. 437 

Requesting User Name: 438 

The "requesting-user-name" (name(MAX)) attribute SHOULD be supplied by 439 
the Client as described in [STD92]. 440 

"limit" (integer(1:MAX)): 441 

The client OPTIONALLY supplies and the Printer MUST support this 442 
operation attribute, which determines the maximum number of Documents 443 
that a Client will receive from the Printer. The limit is a "stateless limit" in that 444 
if the value supplied by the Client is 'N', then only the first 'N' Documents are 445 
returned in the Get-Documents Response. There is no mechanism to allow 446 
for the next 'M' Documents after the first 'N' Documents. If the Client does not 447 
supply the “limit” attribute, the Printer responds with all Documents in the 448 
Job. 449 

"requested-attributes" (1setOf keyword): 450 

The client OPTIONALLY supplies and the Printer MUST support this 451 
attribute, which is a list of Document attribute names and/or attribute group 452 
names that are returned to the Client for each Document object. The allowed 453 
attribute group names are the same as those defined in the Get-Document-454 
Attributes operation in section 5.1.2. If the Client does not supply this 455 
attribute, the Printer MUST respond as if the Client had supplied this attribute 456 
with the single value ‘document-number’. 457 

5.2.1.2 Get-Documents Response 458 

The following groups of attributes are part of the Get-Documents request: 459 
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Group 1: Operation Attributes 460 

Status Message: 461 

In addition to the REQUIRED status code returned in every response, the 462 
response OPTIONALLY includes a "status-message" (text(255)) and/or a 463 
"detailed-status-messages" (text(MAX)) operation attribute as described in 464 
[STD92]. 465 

Natural Language and Character Set: 466 

The "attributes-charset" and "attributes-natural-language" attributes as 467 
described in [STD92]. 468 

Group 2: Unsupported Attributes 469 

See [STD92] for details on returning Unsupported Attributes. 470 

The response MAY contain the "requested-attributes" operation attribute with 471 
any supplied values (attribute keywords) that were requested by the Client 472 
but are not supported by the Printer. If the Printer does return unsupported 473 
attributes referenced in the "requested-attributes" operation attribute and that 474 
attribute included group names such as 'all', the unsupported attributes 475 
MUST NOT include attributes described in the standard but not supported by 476 
the implementation.   477 

Groups 3 to N: Document Attributes 478 

The Printer responds with the Document Description, Document Status, and 479 
Document Template attributes for each returned Document object as 480 
requested by the “requested-attributes” operation attribute supplied by the 481 
Client in the request. The Printer ignores (does not respond with) any 482 
requested attribute or value which is not supported or which is restricted by 483 
the security policy in force, including whether the requesting user is the Job 484 
owner.  However, the Printer MUST respond with the 'unknown' out of band 485 
value [STD92] for any supported attribute (including all REQUIRED 486 
attributes) for which the Printer does not know the value, unless it would 487 
violate the security policy. 488 

The Printer MUST return the groups in order of increasing “document-489 
number” value. 490 
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6. New Attributes 491 

6.1 Document Description Attributes 492 

6.1.1 document-name (name(MAX)) 493 

This REQUIRED Document Description attribute specifies the name of the document and is 494 
copied from the "document-name" operation attribute [STD92] supplied by the Client in the 495 
Document Creation request. 496 

6.2 Document Status Attributes 497 

Table 4 lists the Document Status attributes defined by this specification. Printers that 498 
support a given operation or Job Status attribute MUST support the corresponding 499 
Document Status attribute. 500

Note 2: The "document-uri" attribute identifies the source location of the Document 504 
data and is not an identifier for the Document object. The simple identifier of the 505 
Document is the “document-number” Document Status attribute. 506 
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6.2.1 document-charset (charset) 507 

This RECOMMENDED Document Status attribute specifies the charset used in the 508 
Document data. The Printer sets this attribute from the corresponding operation attribute 509 
supplied by the Client in the Document Creation request. Printers that support the 510 
"document-charset" operation attribute MUST support this attribute. 511 

6.2.2 document-format-detected (mimeMediaType)  512 

This Document Status attribute is generated by the Printer to indicate the format of the 513 
Document object content as detected by the Printer. 514 

6.2.3 document-message (text(MAX)) 515 

This Document Status attribute contains a message from either a) the User to the Operator 516 
about the Document or b) from the Operator, Administrator, or "intelligent" process to 517 
indicate to the End User the reasons for modification or other management action taken on 518 
the Document. The Printer populates this attribute from the “document-message” operation 519 
attribute value supplied by the Client in any of the Document Creation requests or in a 520 
Cancel-Document request. 521 

6.2.4 document-number (integer(1:MAX))  522 

This REQUIRED Document Status attribute is the ordinal number of the Document within 523 
the Job, and determines its order of being printed in a multi-Document Job. The Printer 524 
MUST generate the values monotonically increasing from 1 for each Job.   525 

6.2.5 last-document (boolean) 526 

This REQUIRED Document Status attribute indicates whether this Document is the last 527 
Document in the Job [STD92]. The Printer sets this attribute from the corresponding 528 
operation attribute supplied by the Client in the Document Creation request, when the Client 529 
sends a Close-Job request [PWG5100.11], or when the "multiple-operation-time-out" time 530 
interval has passed. 531 

6.3 Document Template Attributes 532 

This specification defines Document Template attributes for every Job Template attribute 533 
that does not apply to the whole Job. Table 5 lists the new attributes. 534

Job. 542 
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6.5 Printer Description Attributes 543 

6.5.1 document-creation-attributes-supported (1setOf keyword) 544 

This REQUIRED attribute lists the keyword names of the Document Template and operation 545 
attributes that the Printer will accept in the Send-Document and Send-URI Document 546 
Creation operations. Implementations that support the Send-URI operation MUST include 547 
the ‘document-uri’ keyword in “document-creation-attributes-supported”. Implementations 548 
that do not support Send-URI MUST NOT include the ‘document-uri’ keyword in “document-549 
creation-attributes-supported”. 550 

Note: The “document-uri” attribute is specific to the Send-URI operation. Inclusion of the 551 
‘document-uri’ keyword in “document-creation-attributes-supported” does not imply that the 552 
“document-uri” attribute is valid for the Send-Document operation. 553
