Nick presented a draft of the Thermal Mgt Group.  A number of points were discussed.  
- Need to add Description properties to all table row items.
- Need to address carefully what is mandatory vs optional.
- Need to look at availability again.  Properties that 
- The ranges on items apparently need to be really large.  Some of the numbers are simply larger than we thought they would be.  Others need to represent fractions, so we will have to use scaled integers, such as tenths of a degree.  
- We should use common units that are interoperable for clients, even if they require a small amount of computing inside the management agent. Examples: RPM instead of Hall effect sensor ticks; tenths of degree Celsius.  

- Any managed resource should have a Description property, which is a string (constant) value supplied by vendor.  Also, if there is any concept of status, then the resource should have a Status property, too.  The description property should be named "Description".  Similarly, status item should be named "Status", so that people can find them easily.  
(Also note that Description properties are localizable.  If the unit supports local languages, the Description properties are among the properties that are translated.)  
A note on the units of numeric properties:

If a property may be expressed in several different units, depending on the vendor's preferences, then the schema should include a second property that specifies the units in which the first property is measured.  
Example: let's says that the age of a bulb or filter may be measured in minutes, hours, days, etc.  And any vendor can choose any of those units for any model.  We would use two properties, one to specify the count of some unit, and the other to specify the unit.

The xxxUnit property is the vendor's choice, not the user's choice in general.  For cases where the user wants feet instead of meters, or Farenheit instead of Celsius, then the client application handles the conversion.  
Lastly, the power-up and power-down sequences of projectors are more complex than they first appear.  Ara-san will lead a discussion of these sequences at the F2F (face-to-face) meeting.
