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This paper contains the updated specifications of the 5 additional objects that the PWG reviewed at its Jan 24-25 meeting for adding to the Printer MIB when the Printer MIB progresses to draft status.  Many printers support these features today.  We also agreed to specify how phone numbers, fax numbers, and email addresses could be added to the existing prtGeneralCurrentOperator and prtGeneralServicePerson objects.


The PWG agreements were for a new optional AuxiliarySheet group, and addition to the optional ExtendedInput group.  However, in preparing all these additions to RFC 1759 and discussing it with several implementors, it seemed better to add the 3 new objects dealing with input tray switching and manual tray to a new optional group, rather than adding them to the current ExtendedInput group for three reasons:


Low end implementations that have manual input trays and/or input tray switching are not likely to want to implement the ExtendedInput group (prtInputName, prtInputVendorName, prtInputModel, prtInputVersion, prtInputSerialNumber, prtInputDescription, prtInputSecurity)


Current implementations of RFC 1759 that implement the optional ExtendedInput group (such as the 5si) will still be conforming to the draft Printer MIB, if we put the three new objects into a new optional group, say, InputSwitching group, instead of extending the ExtendedInput group.


Since the three new objects have to be added to the end of the (Input) table, putting them in a new group, means that all the objects in each of the groups in the prtInputTable have adjacent OID arcs assigned, so that there are not gaps in any group.


So I took the liberty of showing the complete set of changes to the text of RFC 1759 for these objects as follows:

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In addition the minutes of the PWG January meeting indicated that prtInputManualFeedTimeout needed some clarification which I also added concerning its interaction with the other two objects that deal with switching.  Now a manual input tray time-out can either abort the job or switch to another tray, depending on the values set.  See the change history at the end.


Revision marks are used in the remainder of this document to indicate changes to be made to the Printer MIB when it is progressed from proposed status (RFC 1759) to draft status.

Change History from version 0.1 (1/19/96) to make 0.2 (1/25/96)


1.	Added special syntax for phone numbers, fax numbers, and email numbers to prtGeneralCurrentOperator and prtGeneralServicePerson objects, instead of new objects.


2.	Removed the proposed prtGeneralErrorPage, since error pages are controlled by the print job submission protocol on a per job basis.


3.	Removed the proposed prtOutputAutoSwitch and prtOutputNextIndex objects, since most printer don’t do auto switching of the output bins.


4.	Removed the proposed prtInterpreterDefaultName interpreter object, since PostScript doesn’t have a setable default font, and PCL needs more.


5.	Removed the proposed prtInterpreterErrorPageType and prtInterpreterBannerPageType since current practice is not sufficient to justify adding them.


6.	Put the prtInputManualFeedTimeout, prtInputAutoSwitch, and prtInputNextIndex the deal with manual trays and input tray switching into a new prtInputSwitchingGroup, instead of adding them to the existing optional prtExtendedInputGroup, in order to be upwards compatible with RFC 1759 and allow implementation of the three new objects without requiring implementation of the other objects in the prtExtendedInputGroup.


7.	Clarified that a manual input feed can use the switch mechanism when the time-out occurs or abort, depending on the value of prtInputAutoSwitch and prtInputNextIndex.


8.	Clarified that a prtInputManualFeedTimeout value of other(-1) is the value to be used for input subunits that don’t support manual feed.
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
